ARTICLE I

NAME AND OBJECT

Section 1
This Association shall be known as the Nevada State Association of Letter Carriers.

Section 2
The objective of the Association is to assist the National Association of Letter 

Carriers in maintaining a more perfect organization and improving the Postal 

             
Service.

ARTICLE II

MEMBERSHIP

Section 1
Membership of this Association shall be composed of members within this state 

that are in good standing in the NALC.

ARTICLE III 

  MEETINGS
Section 1
This Association shall meet at least biennially at such time and place as may be 

decided upon by a majority vote at a previous session, unless conditions should 

arise which require a change in the date and place decided upon or designated, 

when the President and Executive Board shall have authority to make such                                    
Change of time or place and report same through the Secretary-Treasurer.  The                             
regular meeting of this Association shall be held biennially.

Section 2
Special meetings shall be called by the President upon written request of not less

than one-half of the Branches that are in good standing, and representing not less 


than one-fourth of the membership of this Association.  The Secretary-Treasurer 

shall notify, by letter, each Branch entitled to representation in this Association,

stating object of the call.  This meeting shall transact no business other than stated

in the call.

Section 3
The Secretary-Treasurer shall mail notices of all meetings and delegate credential

forms at least forty-five days previous to the time of meeting, requesting 
   


information of the number to be in attendance for banquet and reservations, and 

in the case of special meeting, the business to be transacted at the meeting.

Section 4
Delegates of three different Branches shall constitute a quorum for a business meeting.
Section 5
No one, not a member in good standing in the NALC, shall be allowed to attend a 


regular business meeting of this Association, provided that when an invited guest                         
is present, a recess may be called.  All invitations to the biennial banquet to those                         
outside the Association shall be issued with approval of the Executive Board.

ARTICLE IV

REVENUE

Section 1
The revenue shall be derived from a per capita tax of two (2) hours, NALC 1,

 Step B, per year, per regular member. 
Section 1A
Branches shall not be required to pay per capita tax upon retired members

to the State Association.

Section 1B
Associate Members shall pay one dollar ($1.00) per year, per capita tax to the

State Association.

ARTICLE V

REPRESENTATION AND VOTE

Section 1
Those who shall be entitled to a voice and vote in the meetings of this Association 

shall be it's officers and delegates.

Section 1A
Associate Members are not eligible to be candidates for any State Association

office or delegate to any convention.

Section 2
The basis of representation and vote in this Association shall be one (1) delegate

and one (1) vote for each subordinate Branch having a membership of five (5) 

members or less, and one (1) additional delegate and one (1) additional vote for  

each additional five (5) members or fraction thereof.

Section 3
The elected officers of this Association shall be entitled to one (1) vote each as 

officers.

Section 4
         Election of delegates shall be as prescribed by Article V of the National    Constitution.

Section 5
The number of members for whom per capita tax is paid into this Association for

the term beginning January 1, prior to the convention, shall determine the number 


of votes to which a Branch is entitled.

Section 6
Any Branch entitled to more than one (1) delegate shall be entitled to as many votes in the convention as delegates elected from said Branch.  The Branch            delegates may, by unanimous consent designate one (1) delegate to cast the full     vote of said Branch.  In case of a division, the Branches shall chose a spokesman  to cast the odd number of votes that are not divisible among the delegates equally When a branch unit ballot is used to cast the full vote of a Branch, it shall be certified as such by the credentials committee, along with the individual ballot      cast, to prevent any duplication of vote.

Section 7
The State Secretary-Treasurer shall furnish all Branches in good standing in the 

Nevada State Association delegate cards at least forty-five days prior to the 

convention.  They are to be returned to the Secretary-Treasurer no later than 


fifteen days prior to the convention.

Section 1
The elective officers of this Association shall be a President, Vice President- 

Director of Education Secretary-Treasurer, and Directors of Retirees from both                             North and South, who shall also serve on the Executive Board.

Section 2
a:
Any regular member in good standing shall be eligible for the office of                  President, Vice President/Director of Education, and Secretary/Treasurer.
b;
any regular  member in good standing from the South shall be eligible for Director of Retiree’s and Legislation-South. (South being defined as members living south of longitude 119º -Tonopah.

c;
any regular  member in good standing from the North shall be eligible for Director of Retiree’s and Legislation-North. (North being defined as members living north of longitude 119º -Tonopah.

Section 3
The President, by virtue of his/her office, shall be Delegate-at-Large and the Vice 

President the Alternate to the national convention.  He/she shall be reimbursed for 


his/her expenses as the convention may determine.  Any state officer that attends

a function as a paid Branch delegate shall not receive expenses from the State                               Association.

Section 4
The Executive Board shall consist of the elected state officers

Section 5
The Presidents of all branches within the State shall be invited to attend                                      
Executive Board meetings, when available for input only, they will not have

                      
Executive Board voting privileges.

                                                       NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS

Section 1
Nominations and elections shall take place on odd years during the meeting of 

this Association.  Nominations shall be open prior to the close of the next to the

last day of the convention.  Nominations shall close the morning of the final day, 

and elections held.  The installation of officers shall take place just prior to

adjournment.

Section 2
All officers shall be elected for a term of two (2) years.

Section 3
When there is more than one candidate for the same office, it shall require a 


plurality of all votes cast for such office to elect.  Such votes to be by secret                                  ballot.

Section 4
Delegates from the North shall vote for Director of Retiree’s and Legislation-North



Delegates from the South shall vote for Director of Retiree’s and Legislation-South

                                                                   DUTIES OF OFFICERS

Section 1
President:  The President shall preside at all meetings of this Association and 


enforce all laws thereof.  He/she shall fill all vacancies occasioned by death or 


otherwise, with persons duly qualified, until an election shall be held.  He/she                                shall sign all warrants as provided for in this constitution.  He/she shall sign all 
                        documents and papers that require his/her signature to properly authenticate them.

He/she shall appoint at each regular meeting a Committee on Credentials, which 

committee shall at once proceed to discharge it's duties;  a Committee on Audit to 

examine at once the books of the Secretary-Treasurer;  a Committee on Elections,

Resolutions, and a Sergeant at Arms.  At the close of each meeting, he/she shall 


appoint such other committees as directed by the convention, and shall have the 


power to fill all vacancies occurring in any appointive committee or elective 

office during recess.  His/her correspondence with Branches, when practical, shall                         be conducted through the Secretary-Treasurer.  He/she shall submit, at the                                    regular meeting of this Association, a written report of all his/her official acts                                during the term of office, and shall perform such duties as the laws, rules and                                usage of this Association may require.   

 


a.  He/she shall, together with the Secretary-Treasurer, sign and file with 


                the Secretary of Labor on behalf of the State Association, the annual 


                financial report required by public law.

b.  He/she shall be Editor of The Nevada Letter Carrier or may appoint an

Section 2     Vice President:  The Vice President shall preside in the absence of the President 
                     and in case of death, resignation, or disqualification, refusal or neglect of the 

                     President to discharge the duties of the office, the Vice President shall then                                   
perform all the duties incumbent upon the President until an election can be held.

a.  He/she shall be Assistant Liaison Officer.

b.  He/she shall be Director of Education, arranging State and National

     Association training.

Section 3         Secretary-Treasurer:  The Secretary-Treasurer shall keep a correct record of the 

proceedings of this Association.  He/she shall read or cause to be read all 
                                 
communications, reports, etc.  He/she shall draw all warrants ordered by the

           Association and signed by the President for money in payment of bills.  He/she 

shall keep a correct record of the name, number, date of affiliation and location of 

each Branch of this Association.  When sending resolutions to the National

Headquarters of the NALC to be presented at the next Biennial Convention,                                 he/she shall enclose a check-off list in duplicate.  He/she shall request that the 

Resolutions be checked against the list and a copy returned to him/her.  He/she                 shall enclose the check-off list with the copies of the resolutions that are sent to                 the Delegate-at-Large before each national convention.  He/she shall send copies               of minutes of state convention to all Branches within 90 days after closing of                   
convention.  He/she shall receive all monies which may be paid to this                               Association, giving a receipt thereof.  He/she shall deposit all monies received in                depositories designated by the Executive Board and approved by the President.                 Such deposits shall be in the name of the Nevada State Association of Letter                     Carriers.  He/she shall keep a true and correct account of all money received and               paid out belonging to this Association and shall, at the end of the term, or when                 called by the Executive board, account for and deliver to this Association or                      successor in office all monies, books, papers, securities and other property of                    said Association that may have come into his/her hands that have not been                         previously and lawfully disposed of.  
           Following this audit, the Secretary-Treasurer shall submit  a financial report to the             Editor for publication in the state paper. He/she shall perform such other duties as             the rules and usage of this Association may require.

Section 4
Executive Board:  The Executive Board shall have charge of the property of this

Association.  They shall approve and hold the bond of the bonded officers.  Such 

bonds shall be in the amount complying  with Labor Dept. standards. Paid for by   this Association.  They shall direct the payments of the funds of this Association. They shall designate depositories in which the Secretary-Treasurer shall deposit all funds of this Association received by him/her.  They shall examine all bills, approve the same if found correct, and keep a correct account of all bills audited.  In conjunction with the President, they shall have general supervision and control of this Association during recess.  They shall act as trustees of this Association and in every way carryout the interests of this Association.  All action of the Executive Board during recess shall be recorded by the Secretary-Treasurer, signed by a majority of the members of the board, and be reported to the membership in the next issue of the Nevada Letter Carrier.  Said Executive Board must hold at least two meetings per year.

Section 5
Officers Annual Reports:  All officers are required to submit to the 

                          
Secretary-Treasurer, thirty (30) days prior to the state convention, their annual 

officer's reports, so they may be placed in front of the minutes booklet.

Section 6
Directors of Retirees and Legislation.  The duties of the Directors of Retirees will be to work with 

National Business Agents and the Nevada Association President to set up                                     legislative seminars and disseminate legislative materials to the Branches.

Section 1
Committee on Credentials:  The Committee on Credentials shall examine the 

credentials of all delegates to the meetings of this Association and shall report at

once to the Association in convention assembled.

Section 2
Sergeant-at Arms:  He/she shall preserve order at all regular and special meetings,

and perform other duties as the President may direct.

Section 3
Delegate-at Large:  The duties of the Delegate-at-Large shall be to represent the 


Association and promote its’ welfare at meetings of the National Association and

report back to this Association at it's biennial meeting.

Section 4
Committee on Audit:  The Committee on Audit shall examine the books and 

accounts of the Secretary-Treasurer and ensure that the Secretary-Treasurer has    obtained a bond in the amount complying with Labor Dept. standards on the          President and Secretary-Treasurer in this Association authorized to sign checks.    The committee shall report to this Association in convention assembled                 immediately after the report of the credentials committee.  An Audit shall take place annually.  Odd year audit will take place at the State Convention. Even year audit will take place at Secretary-Treasurer’s physical location. 
Section 5
Resolutions Committee:  There shall be a Committee on Resolutions, composed    of delegates, to be appointed by the President of this Association.  This                  committee shall meet at the convention city during the convention.  All                  resolutions at the meetings of this Association shall be referred to this committee,  who after due deliberation, shall report their findings and recommendations to the  convention for action.

Section 6
Bylaw changes submitted by the Executive Board or Branches should be mailed                           
in quadruplicate to the State Secretary-Treasurer in sufficient time to reach                                  
him/her at least sixty (60) days prior to the convention.  The Secretary-Treasurer                          shall, thirty (30) days prior to the convention, cause same to be printed and                                   mailed to the Branches.  Resolutions endorsed by delegates or board members of                          at least three (3) branches may be presented to the Secretary-Treasurer while the                          convention is in session.  Bylaw changes may be submitted by any delegate while                          the convention is in session.

Section 7
Budget Committee:  A Budget Committee, consisting of elected officers, shall                              meet within ninety (90) days of the conclusion of the biennial convention to                                  outline a projected budget.

Section 8
Bylaws Committee:  This committee shall be composed of delegates appointed by

the President of this Association.  This committee shall review and recommend 


proposed changes in the bylaws.

Section 9
Scholarship Committee:  This committee shall be composed of at least four (4)

delegates appointed by the President of this Association.  This committee shall

recommend and review expenditures of scholarship funds. It shall be known as 

the Joseph F. Assalone Scholarship Program.
